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Concerning the Micah Challenge, we sent the President of France over 3,000 post cards with a letter encouraging him to hold to the commitments made in 2000 by our governments, aiming to reduce extreme poverty by half by 2015.  It was the first time that such a project was done by young Evangelical Christians in France.
We are keeping in touch with most of the attendees : sending regular correspondence via e-mail to encourage them to live out the « Mission : Attitude. »  The organizing committee is already thinking about the next Pentecost event « Mission Attitude 2 » - perhaps in 2010, the Lord willing.  We want to see even more youth participate and grow the light of such a unique meeting in France.
We are also going to maintain, in a deeper way, the connections with the various Christian organizations who participated in Pentecost 2007.  We’re putting in place a Youth Alliance to work on training and encouraging youth group leaders in our churches to help them organize – in their region and on a smaller scale – similar meetings.

With these few words, I want to warmly thank the CCFOF for bringing us your generous help for Pentecost 2007 – Mission Attitude.  We received the wire of 2,807 Euros.  This gift contributed to meeting our budget that was finalized at 267,374 Euros.  We are thankful to have ended the event with a slight surplus that allows us to envision another such event.


 


We welcomed 3,726 youth (13 % less than 15 years old, 29 % from 15-18, 36 % from 18-25, et 22 % over 25) and over one hundred Christian organizations.  In total, we were more than 4,000 people who experienced an exceptional weekend.  Although this number is less than the 5,000 we had hoped to have, it is nevertheless very satisfactory seeing as, contrary to what we had thought, the Monday after Pentecost wasn’t a holiday for many. 





For the most part, the event went on without difficulty and we were overjoyed to see hundreds of young people make decisions for the Lord and consecrate their lives to be witnesses of the Gospel near and far from home.  We are still receiving simple yet edifying testimonies through the event website and by mail.  Clearly, great and wonderful things happened during those days.





Regarding the organization of the event, we experienced those days with much peace accompanied by a passage that we received a few hours before the event : “…Be strong, all you people of the land,' declares the LORD, 'and work. For I am with you,' declares the LORD Almighty. 5 'This is what I covenanted with you when you came out of Egypt. And my Spirit remains among you. Do not fear. ” (Haggai 2 :4-5).  We are grateful to God to have guided all things and to have see hundreds of youth dedicate themselves to the Lord.  The quality of the speakers – in the plenary session and in the various workshops – and the musicians contributed greatly to the success of the gathering.  Each in his own way, each participant knew how to bring the message of Christ and capture the attention of our young people – in particular, Tony Anthony, Brother Andrew (Frère André), Tim Paton, and Matt Redman who really touched the hearts of our youth.
